o Exit I‘Ehe motorway at Junction 3, joining the M271 towards the
Docks.

e Exit the M271 at Junction 1 (signed Lord’s Hill), turning left into
Brownhill Way.

o Go straight ahead at the double mini roundabout then straight
ahead at the next roundabout.

e Turn right at the third roundabout passing Sainsbury’s on the left

eTurn left at the end of the road.

e Take the third right into Olive Road.

eTurn left at the mini-roundabout into Coxford Road.

e Take first right into the Southampton General Hospital entrance
and first left into the National Blood Service grounds.

From M3 Southbound&
eJoin the M27 westbound at Junction 14.
e Follow the directions “From M27" above.

From Southampton Centre&
e Leave the City Centre via the A3057 (Shirley Road).
eTurn onto the A35, turn first left into Warren Avenue.
e At the second mini-roundabout turn right into Coxford Road.
e Take first right into the Southampton General Hospital entrance
and first left into the National Blood Service grounds.
